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Byung-jo Kim is a local currency researcher at the Basic Income Research Group of the
Gyeonggi Research Institute. He has a Ph.D. in Economics and has been studying the themes of
local currency, basic income(for disabled), migrant workers and the Korean economy. The
recent welfare-economic policies linked to basic incomes in Korea(particularly, Gyeonggi
Province) require the form of five sectors and strong grassroots democracy. And he argues that
a new economic paradigm is necessary for not only the autonomy and solidarity of workers but

also the prosperity and transition of local communities.
